
 

 
 

 

 

Turtle Mountain /Turu Falls Hiking Excursion  

Overnight Itinerary 

 
Day 1 - Arrived Iwokrama River Lodge where your guides will meet and greet you before checking 

into your cabins accommodation. After b/fast, hikers will depart IRL for your 1 1/2hr hike to 

Turtle Mountain summit. Our trained guides will point out medicinal plants, and assist in 

navigating the rock boulders along the way to the summit of Turtle Mountain. The summit is 

approximately 290m above sea level but the view breathtaking and a once in a life time “wow” 

factor. The tour then returns to the base at Turtle Mountain Camp site for your fire side lunch. 
Before returning to IRL for dinner, the tour continue to Turtle Pond for an opportunity to get a 

glimpse of some of the fauna that are in this location including River Turtles, Giant Otters, 

Spectacle Caiman, and Herons. 

 

Day 2 - The following day and at the break of dawn, the excursion continue to Turu Falls. Our 

vehicle will transfer you to the entrance for a 2 1/2hrs hike 
to the summit. Our professional guide will interpret natural 

history along the way before finally immersing yourself with 

the natural beauty and cool refreshing clear waters of Turu 

Falls. Lunch will be served under field camp condition as we 

prepare you for your return hike back to the entrance. On 
your return journey on the main access road, our guide will 

use traditional methods to call in  animals like wildcow, deer, 

jaguar and other larger avi-fauna at various locations where 

a high level of spotting occurrence had taken place. No 

guarantee, but few of our visitors were lucky enough to have 

a view of these elusive animals swimming in cool clear water. 

Sumptuous farewell dinner in the latter evening allows guest to share their hiking experience 

and to exchange their cultural customs and traditions with the IRL staff. A complimentary 

traditional wine will kick the evening off. 

Day 3 – Depart the IRL after breakfast. 

Package include meals, accommodation, all inbound transfers, guide service, and activities, It 

does not include bar service which is cost separately.
